Learning, Teaching and Assessment Strategy

The extended Law Dissertation module allows you to follow your interests and explore a topic in depth
throughout your final year of study. You might choose to undertake a traditional dissertation in which you
choose your question, research it and present it in dissertation format. Alternatively you may choose to
research a particular topic and present your work in alternative formats such as draft legislation, teaching
materials, a handbook, a brochure or similar.

Workshops on the dissertation and research methods will be offered at the beginning of the year, to support you
in understanding the aims and objectives of the modules, expectations in the supervision process, and the
criteria that will be applied in the assessment stage.

At the beginning of the year you will be allocated a supervisor and will work independently under their
guidance. You will be required to meet with your supervisor at least four times during the year to discuss your
progress and receive feedback on your work. Your supervisor will guide you to clarify your research question,
find and select relevant material and build an argument and produce your final output. You will have the
opportunity to submit your final draft for feedback towards the end of the year. You will be required to keep a
record of those meetings including a reflection on the meetings and progress on your dissertation and submit
this record and reflection after each meeting and as part of your final submission.

Formative feedback is provided, via supervision (see Teaching and Learning Methods) throughout the year. All
learning outcomes are integral to your successful engagement with the research process and your final
submission for summative assessment
