Learning, Teaching and Assessment Strateqgy

research methods and skills are provided, including workshops to all students at the Faculty level as well as in
the City campus.

Students are required to submit a research proposal of 3000 words, for which they will received formative
feedback. The dissertation should consist of no more than 12,000 words, including literature review,
methodology, data description, analysis, results and conclusion; but excluding references and appendices. The
dissertation will also include the original research proposal (@s an appendix).
