Learning, Teaching and Assessment Strategy

This module will engage you as an active learner. You will have access to a diverse range of learning resources
to support your learning. There will be many online resources and learning activities for your directed and self-
directed learning. The focus will be to learn and apply skills in real-life context through time in the university
clinic. This will help you understand what you have already learned and build your knowledge in context. You
are expected to prepare for classes which focus on relating and applying knowledge to learning activities. Small
group work will enable you to discuss key concepts and how they should be applied to their clients. There will
be interactive opportunities, such as class discussion and peer learning. You will experience a learning approach
that balances face to face, practical and online learning activities. Canvas will be used as a virtual learning
environment for module information, handbooks, resources, teaching materials, films, and web-based materials.

Lectures will deliver key fundamental concepts of operational aspect of professionalism.

Directed Study will provide you with reference material to investigate and familiarise yourself with the topic
material involving a flipped approach by asking you to engage with for example, a video, before the class
session. This will enable in-session discussion and clarification of key concepts.

Seminars will focus on applying key information to practice in the clinic.

Clinical placement will involve practical experience of patient interactions, help develop practical skills and instil
professional behaviours.

Formative Assessment - Module teaching will provide an opportunity for self-evaluation and peer and tutor
feedback, including both midway placement feedback and action planning, as well as feedback on proposed
artefact.
