Learning, Teaching and Assessment Strategy

Lectures and seminars. You will be given directed reading and tasks to develop a greater awareness of values
and ethics relevant to social work practice. Written and practical tasks/assignments will be used to assess the
wider learning outcomes of the module.

A flipped learning style is adopted for this module, where each week students are given learning tasks (e.q.,
articles to read) which are discussed the subsequent week. Learning activities will include group-based
discussions to explore social work values and ethics as outlined in the Learning Outcomes. There will also be
formative written tasks making use of blogs and Canvas discussion forum to support students to develop their
thinking and preparation for the final written assessment. The summative assessment is a 2000 word essay to
enable students to evidence the four learning outcomes.
